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Abstract
The right to object to the law is one of the basic elements that would strike a
balance between the legislative and executive branches in the state, it is not
enough for the proper application of the principle of separation of powers to
proceed with all terms of reference set by the Constitution, which the authority,
but must addition to arm itself in order to ensure its stop the encroachment of
other authorities, and from here it seems that the need to provide for such a
right appeared.
